Dear Parent/Guardian,
As part of the regular review that Whitchurch Primary School carries out regarding our curriculum and non-curriculum policies, we would like to update you as to changes linked to e-safety and in particular mobile telephones.
The following rules apply for the use of personal mobile phones by children:

· If a child brings a mobile phone into school, it must be given to the class teacher to store for safe keeping, to be returned at the end of the school day.

· Children are not permitted to bring mobile phones to school without permission from the school and parent/carer.

· Parents will be contacted if any child is found with a mobile phone during school time.

We do not believe that children need to bring a mobile telephone to school, particularly if they are being met by a parent or carer at the end of the day or if they are transferring to the Woodpeckers After-School Club. However, we are aware that some older children are given parental permission to walk home unsupervised and that parents may feel more confident in granting this permission if their child has access to a mobile telephone.
With this in mind the above rules apply and we would be grateful if you wish your child to bring a mobile telephone to school, for this purpose, if you could request a parental permission form from your child’s class teacher.
Without parent/guardian permission any telephone brought to school will only be returned to the child’s parent/ guardian in person.
